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INTRODUCTION AND AIMS

Following the past years’ campaign dedicated to Sustainable Development Goal 5: "Achieving
Gender Equality and Empowering Women and Girls," this year's activities take a small leap forward
to focus on the fourth goal, which aims to "ensure inclusive, equitable and quality education and
promote lifelong learning opportunities for all," and which ultimately seeks to create equitable and
inclusive educational opportunities for all people in all countries of the world, based on a vision of
education as an integral, lifelong process.

Likewise, these materials seek to create learning tools that promote active citizenship and, in this
case, active young people who, on the basis of the information they receive and a brief reflection,
are capable of carrying out their own actions in favor of a more just and equitable society and more
just and equitable education, after having learned, from a broad perspective, about all the
transversal themes that this objective has (quality education, educational inclusion, educational
equity, etc.).

MAIN OBJECTIVE

Raising awareness and encouraging the need to promote and facilitate quality, comprehensive,
equitable, inclusive and universal education for all and in all countries of the world.

SPECIFIC OBJECTIVE

Yy Being aware of the potential existence of inequality and of differences around the world that
limit access to inclusive, comprehensive and equitable education.

Yy Reflecting on the need to carry out actions that will put an end to this situation.

Yy ldentifying concrete actions that children can carry out, commit to, and disseminate,
individually and collectively, in theirimmediate environment.

TIMING

1session (40 minutes + 20 minute campaign video).
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TOOLS

Yy Large and small coloured cards.

Yy Tape and scissors.
Yy~ Pencils, markers, and coloured paints.

Yy Paper.

METHODOLOGY

The session is organized in three phases, which aim to cover the three aspects of the process
promoted: offering information about reality, encouraging conscious reflection and motivating
action.
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IS\ iINa HOW'S MY SCHOOL DAY?

ESTIMATED TIME: 20 minutes.

Before starting the exercise, all the children are placed in a semi-circle around a large blackboard
(or several pieces of cardboard taped together) and they are asked questions to help them think
about their day-to-day lives. You can ask the questions to all of them or prioritize some of them to
make the exercise more agile. In this way, you will gain the attention and involvement of children in
the exercise.

Perhaps some differences will start to appear in their daily life. Then they will be told a story that
will encourage them to travel and get to know a different reality. Each can make own adaptations
for the following example, which will simply convey to children an example of how different the day-
to-day life of many other children in other countries of the world is.

ST MARIANO'S STORY

After reading the story, ask children what differences they see between the daily life of the
protagonists of the story and their own. Do Mariano or his siblings study similarly to you or your
companions?

After briefly commenting on the story, show them two or three photographs of various schools
that could be like the one Mariano attends. Ask them what differences they see with their own
school. This aims to make a simple review of how the day-to-day life of many children who live in
other places is (for example, who has to go to work before or after school, who looks after their
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brothers and sisters, who goes to fetch water or simply travels miles to get home) in order to make
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them understand the importance of education in the lives of children all over the world and in their
own lives, too.

eIz CAMPAIGN VIDEO

20 mins - after Activity 1

Asin previous years, a proposal is made: to complete the activities set out here with the viewing
of this year's campaign video. This will help young people better understand the set of activities and
dynamics that they are going to carry out and, above all, will help them to better understand some
of its key concepts.

Watching this video will first seek to create a relaxed atmosphere in the classroom and demand
the children’s attention on what will come next. The video will be played and some concepts that
will be used later (such as quality education, comprehensive education, equal learning
opportunities, equitable and inclusive education, effective and relevant learning, gender equality)
will be explained. They should be invited to keep their eyes and ears open and pay as much attention
as possible.

Once the video is finished, everyone will move to be part of a circle, so that they can all see each
other. Two or three large coloured cards will be hung on the wall so that the children can say
something with a word or a picture that has caught their attention in the video and why. For the first
grades (the youngest children (Infant, 1st, and 2nd)), it may be necessary to help them draw, express
or write what they want to communicate (depending on the reading and writing level). The
remaining grades (3rd, 4th, sth, and 6th) can share their ideas publicly. Whoever leads the activity
must listen, gather ideas and, above all, start explaining the key terms that may not be easily
understood even after having watched the video (quality education, comprehensive education,
equal opportunities, educational inclusion, educational equity, etc.). Very simple examples should
be used, especially in the lower grades.

As some of these are complex terms, participants in more advanced courses may be asked to
conduct an internet search on the meanings of these terms and then in small groups explain them
to each other.
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Al Y LET'S DREAM TOGETHER OUR IDEAL
SCHOOL/COLLEGE

20 mins

We have already acknowledged what other schools and colleges around the world look like and
we have also begun to see what our school/college looks like.

But this activity is about letting the children’s imagination run wild and taking them a little further.
To do this, groups of three or four people will be formed and given several small coloured cards (as
if they were construction pieces). In fact, at the end of the activity they can be told to cut them out
as if they were looking at the pieces that make up the campaign poster.

Before you start, the facilitator will help you by putting some positive words or phrases about
education on the board (and about what a 'school’ or 'college’ should look like according to SDG 4).

For example, "that there are many teachers who teach many things,” "that there are books for

everyone,” "that all children can go to school,” "that children do not have to work before or after
school,” "that all children can get to study what they dream of," "that no child has problems getting
anywhere in the building,” etc. These are just a few ideas. The important thing is that children create

their own positive phrases of "their ideal school.”

Each group has to come up with 2-3 phrases or words (or drawings) which they will then
read/explain in front of all the other children. The coloured cards will be put on the wall of the
classroom following this activity. Before putting everything on the wall and in order to inspire them
in this joint construction, you should briefly explain the campaign poster, the values it represents,
and how it seeks to accommodate everyone. You should also explain how, together, they are
building something important. Children should let their imagination run wild and think about what
they could be building together.

Children can use their pieces (their coloured cards) and with them they will build their "own

school." In this way, everyone will place the pieces which, together, in different colours, will form
"their ideal school or college,” a space in which all the children of the world can enter without
exception.
